It is important to remember that there are many exceptions to this rule.
However, there is an extra line to the rhyme which might help us :

'i' before ‘e’
except after ‘c’
when the
sound is /ee/

believe
receive

The "i" before "e" except after "c" rule applies only to words where the “ie”
makes the "ee” sound (e.g. “achieve,” "piece,” "belief,” “receive," “ceiling,”
“receipt,” etc.). Some spelling textbooks even record this as part of the rhyme:

I before E except after C,
When the sound is "ee”
